
Gail Dodge is Dean of the College of Sciences and Professor of Physics at Old Dominion University.  She 
received her Ph.D. from Stanford University in 1993 and a B.A. from Princeton in 1986.  She was a 
postdoctoral research associate at the Free University in Amsterdam before joining the faculty at ODU.  
She served as Chair of the Physics Department for six years and as a Visiting Scientist at the National 
Science Foundation for two years, where she was the program manager for experimental nuclear 
physics.  She was awarded an Outstanding Faculty Award (2015) by the State Council of Higher 
Education for Virginia and the Slack award (2013) by the Southeastern Section of the APS.  Her research 
is in experimental nuclear physics, using electron probes at Jefferson Lab.  She focuses on the study of 
nucleon structure and pion production in the nucleon resonance region.  She served two terms on the 
Jefferson Lab Users Board of Directors, two years as a member of the Nuclear Science Advisory 
Committee, and two years on the Executive Committee of the APS Division of Nuclear Physics.  She has 
published more than 135 peer-reviewed papers and mentored 6 Ph.D. students.
