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	Proposed Action Description: The purpose of the action is to apply Categorical Exclusion (CX)  B2.5 "Facility safety and environmental improvements," as a Generic CX within Environmental Review Forms (ERFs). 

These actions are typically low-impact, repetitive, and fall squarely within the scope of CX B2.5. DOE NEPA Implementing Procedures defines CX B2.5 as, "Safety and environmental improvements of a facility (including, but not limited to, replacement and upgrade of facility components) that do not result in a significant change in the expected useful life, design capacity, or function of the facility and during which operations may be suspended and then resumed. Improvements include, but are not limited to, replacement/upgrade of control valves, in-core monitoring devices, facility air filtration systems, or substation transformers or capacitors.”

Environmental considerations may include, but are not limited to: modifications to electrical systems and/or water systems, installation of monitoring equipment such as Oxygen Deficient alarms or Radiation monitors, or disposal of broken or unsafe equipment. 
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
