	Proposed Action Title: Transportation of Low-Level Radioactive Waste: Tritiated Water Disposal

	Proposed Action Description: Fermi National Accelerator Laboratory (Fermilab) proposes to continue the periodic shipment of low-level radioactive waste, excluding high level waste, transuranic waste, and spent nuclear fuel, generated at the Batavia, Illinois site, to a licensed off site disposal facility. Travel routes, saftey protocols, and equipment standards are overseen by the Fermilab Hazard Control Technology Team (HCTT). 



More specifically, tritiated water disposal is required to support beam on operations at the Fermilab Batavia site. During operations, tritiated water condensate may be generated by experiments or collected from accelerator tunnel enclosure dehumidification systems. In some cases, the resulting condensate contains tritium concentrations above Department of Energy (DOE) regulatory limits for discharge through standard condensate disposal pathways. Therefore, appropriate handling and disposal methods are necessary to ensure regulatory compliance. Long term onsite storage is infeasible due to limitations of storage capacity. 



Project managers notify the HCTT of the number of full totes and any empty totes needed. HCTT coordinates with Transportation Services to deliver empty totes and return full totes to Ferimlab's Site 40 Storage Facility. Once received, the totes are sampled, weighed, and stored in the Site 40 high bay until the annual shipping season (April 1–October 30). Shipment dates may be subject to change. During the shipping season, HCTT stages and loads the required number of totes for each shipment. The waste is then transported by Hittman Transport Systems to a certified facility where it is treated and disposed of. Potential environmental impacts, such as the use of vehicles to transport the waste, is minimal.
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
